NOW, THEREFORE IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual considerations and obligations of
the parties contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

1 Contract Documents. The contract documents to this Agreement to provide all necessary
ROOF REPAIR SERVICES for the Taney County Courthouse | Combo and Extension Office
(@Bervices") shall include the Contractor’s bid response to Count/s Request For Bid # 201808-
415 and any applicable addenda which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference. Productor Services data, specifications and literature submitted may be permanently
maintained in the County Purchasing Office. In the event of a conflict between any of the
foregoing Contract Documents, and this Agreement, the terms and conditions of this Agreement
shall prevail and control

2. Contract Price. Services provided under this Agreement shall not exceed the prices as quoted
inthe attached bid response. Said services will be performed with scheduling being completed

' via mutual agreement including all items as listed within the bid response. Contractor must
complywith Missouri Prevailing Wage Work Order #25 currently in place as itapplies specifically
to Taney County (110). If certain unusual circumstances occur regarding specific services
availability, the County may consider all other options.

3. Contract Duration. This agreement shall commence onthe date itis fully executed and expire
upon completion of all repairs to the satisfaction of County, subject to the provisions for
termination specified below:

4. Billing and Payment. Al billing shall be invoiced with specific department informetion and
include bid reference #201808-415 for tracking. Billings and invoices may only include the prices
provided forvia this Agreement. No additional fees or extra services not Included, or taxes, shall
be included as additional charges in excess of the charges In this Agreement or the Contract
Documents.  The County agrees to pay all correct statements within thirty days of receipt;
Contractor agrees to honor any cash or prompt payment discounts, if any are available, when
County makes payment as provided therein. Inthe eventof a hilling dispute, the Countyreserves
the right towithhold payment on the disputed amount

5. Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their successors
and assigns for so long as this Agreement remains infull force and effect.

6. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties and
supersedes any prior negotiations, written or verbal, and any other bid or bid specification or
contractual Agreement. This Agreement may only be amended by a signed writing executed
with the same formality as this Agreement.

7. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by the County upon thirty days advance
written notice for any of the following reasons or under any of the following circumstances:

a. Due to material breach of any term or condition of this Agreement, or

b. If in the opinion of the Taney County Commission Services are delayed or
are not provided in conformitywith specifications or variances authorized by County,
or

c. If appropriations are not made available and budgeted for any calendar year,

8. Governing Law: Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Missouri

Venue for any dispute arising out of the formation, Interpretation, or claims regarding a breach
of this Agreement shall be solely and exclusively in the Circuit Court of Taney County Missouri
