The County Commission finds tha t the Petition complies with the 
requirem ents of g§ 71.270 and 228.110, RSMo.; th a t notice of the Petition 
required under g j 71.270 and 228.110, RSMo, h as  been proved; th a t  no 
rem onstrance to the proposed vacation of the streets described and shown in
