Why Should You Recycle?

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Accepted Items:
• Aluminum: Cans Only
• Cardboard: Flattened boxes, No wax 

coated boxes
• Glass: Clear & Colored with no lids, No 

Pyrex or Ceramic
• Paper: All Paper, Magazines, Newspaper 

and Books. Please bag shredded paper 
separate.

• Tin: All tin cans rinsed
• Plastic: Bottles & Jugs - # 1 & # 2  Only
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Not Accepted:
-No plastic bags, bubble wrap or wrappers
-No black plastics
-No contaminated food containers
-No pharmaceutical bottles/ vitamin bottles
-No aluminum foil or foil containers
-No furniture
-No Medical waste, needles, syringes or 
oxygen tubing
-No plastic silverware or styrofoam 
-No batteries or cell phones 
-No light bulbs 
-No blueprints
